LABORATORY REPORT

The laboratory report write-up should be arranged as follows:
TITLE PAGE:  Please use the attached format.

TABLE OF CONTENTS:  Include each section of the report and appendices.

OBJECTIVE:  Concisely state the purpose of the experiment (Often a single paragraph is sufficient).
EXPERIMENTAL APPARATUS:  List and describe the equipment used.

METHODOLOGY:  Provide a short description of the experimental procedure. Diagrams of the                                           experimental layout are often helpful.
ANALYSIS:  Briefly describe the theoretical analysis and data analysis procedures and present and                           discuss your results. Include important equations. Detailed information can be                                     included in appendices. Results are often best presented in tabular and/or graphical                             form. All tables and figures must be numbered and titled with columns and axes                                  properly labeled. Interpret and evaluate your results. Explain any inconsistencies.

CONCLUSIONS:  Summarize major findings. Discuss the overall success of the experiment and                                       make recommendations for improving the experimental procedure.

APPENDICES:  Use appendices to include “raw” data, hand calculations, and detailed reference                                     materials.


The intent is that the LABORATORY REPORT be concise but thorough. The report should be written in third-person, past tense, and proper grammar, punctuation, neatness, organization, and clarity are expected. Each page of the report should be consecutively numbered. The report will be graded based on presentation as well as technical content.

LABORATORY ANALYSIS


A total of eight laboratory write-ups will be required for this lab. In this case, a laboratory analysis will be sufficient. Typically, the laboratory analysis write-up will consist of (in order) a title page, brief objective, “raw” data, detailed hand-written calculations, results including tables and graphs, and a thorough discussion of your findings and conclusions including sources of error.
