Loops in Bash Shell
Assignment:  

Practice using the Bash shell by listing all planets (including Pluto) on a different line to start.  

Next, create a simple for loop that displays all the planets on the same line.

Once this has been done do the following:

Create a “for” loop that shows the distance of the nine planets from the sun.  When listing planets in your “for” loop only use the first two numbers of distance.  For example

Mercury 36

Place the planets on a separate line and display approximate values in miles.

Your display should result this: Mecury 36,000,000 miles from the sun

Print out your session and submit by Monday, October 30th.

Hints:  You can find the distance from the sun for all the planets from encyclopedias or websites.
